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Award Amounts

Application for a graduate assistantship or scholarship does not guarantee appointment. Graduate
Assistantships and Dean’s Scholarships are based upon your financial need and academic merit.

1) Dean’s Scholarship awards up to $3,600 for the 2008-2009 academic year. Award
recipients will receive one award that will be distributed over the entire academic year. For
example, a $2,000 award will be distributed as follows: $1,000 Fall 2008 semester and $1,000
Spring 2009 semester. In order to keep the scholarship for the following semester, recipients
must maintain a 3.5 GPA. If the student falls below the 3.5 GPA, the award will be rescinded.

2) Graduate Assistantship: Graduate Assistantship positions are available each semester.
Tuition remission for 1 to 3 classes per semester will be offered for compensation. Students
will be required to work 7, 14 or 21 hours per week.
